The MGA will also provide input to the Board Development Committee concerning the slate for the Board of Directors and will participate in the election of board members at the Annual Meeting each year.

· Appreciation of and ability to work with diverse groups – rural/urban, racial/ethnic, social/economic status, profession/skills, physical or developmental abilities – for the benefit of the Council as a whole.

· Values volunteerism and/or has demonstrated stewardship of Girl Scouts

· Honest and understandable communication style

· Collaboration skills

REQUIREMENTS FOR MGA MEMBERSHIP:

· Acceptance of the principles, beliefs, and purpose of Girl Scouting, and its statements of values found in the Girl Scout Promise and Law, and register as a member.

· Understanding of cultural, social, and economic trends within our council jurisdiction and your governance area that might affect Girl Scouting and its activities.

· Availability to attend/participate in the council’s Annual Meeting, varying local events, occasional conference calls and to act as a conduit between the membership and the Board of Directors.

· Willingness to make an annual financial contribution to the Girl Scouts.
· A registered Girl Scout, 14 years of age or older
