Material: 		Construction paper (for the cookbook)

			String or yarn to tie the pages of the cookbook together 
			Glitter, glue, stickers, and other things to decorate cookbook with
			Markers and colored pencils

In a previous meeting, assign girls the task of bringing a printed recipe from a country outside of the United States. Have them bring a note card or piece of paper with the following information for the recipe they choose:	name of dish
			Where it originated
			One interesting fact about the recipe or country
The girls also need to bring copies of the printed recipe for each member of the troop. 
Then, have the girls present their recipe to the group.  (If you decided to bring the dish, this is where the girl would present her dish for everyone to enjoy)

*For younger girls, the parents help will be needed in finding a recipe and/or preparing it*
